New Handgun & 22 Silhouette Range  

�
The Williams Lake Sportsman’s 
Association is exploring the ways and 
means of building a new range on the 
premises.  The proposal is to build 5 
handgun shooting bays at the far end of 
the Skeet and Trap shooting areas.  A 

club member experienced in the operation of a cat has 
offered to do the work if we can get the donation of a cat 
at a reduced price.  We are aiming that the work take 
place spring 2012, after spring break up. 
 
Reason:   To provide a training facility and possible 
competition site for the following firearm sports; IPSC 
target shooting, Cowboy action, 22 and small bore target 
shooting, target silhouette shooting, army and seat cadet 
biathlon training, 3-gun matches, black powder shooting, 
and employment training (such as Conservation Officers, 
RCMP, Sheriff, etc.  One 50 meter and four 25 meter bays 
would help to promote youth involvement 
through the biathlon program and offer the 
above interest groups the chance to utilize 
the facility with more frequency and the 
opportunity to host competitive and fun matches in their 
perspective interest areas.  This would add revenue and 
recognition to the W.L. Sportsman’s Association. 

 
Outcomes:   There is a possibility of generating anywhere 
from $400 to $800 revenue per match; Conduct a qualifier 
match one a year; provide a means for people to qualify 
for the Black Badge in Williams Lake; raise the number of 
new members by attracting new shooters; there are a 
number of volunteers wishing to work on this 
development. 
 
22 Calibre Rifle Silhouette Shooting Range  
 
Twenty-two (22.) silhouette shooters are also interested at 
getting on the ground floor of this new range development.   

 
This shooting consists of 
metal targets cut out in 
the shape of a chicken, 

pig, turkey and ram.  These targets vary in size depending 
on distance from which they are being shot at.   
Range length - 100 metters.  Stages are set at:  
40 meters (Chickens),  
60 meters (Pigs),  
77 meters (Turkeys)  
100 meters (Rams). 
 
 
 

 
 
Range width. To accommodate the 8 shooters per relay (2 
shooters shooting at each animal type), the range should 
be a minimum of 15 m wide. 
 
There should be a cement shooting pad to shoot off of.  All 
shooting is done from a standing position but each shooter 
usually has a stand to hold ammo.  It would be handy to 
have 4 or so benches for warm-up/sighting in.  Covered 
would be great.  There should also be a rifle rack to hold 
rifles between relays.

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Range Maintenance and Cleanliness  
 
The time has come to remind all members to pay attention 
to the range rules and regulations as posted on the 
individual ranges.  These rules and regulations are 
important not only for all using the range but are part of 
our range authorization to operate the ranges we have.  
Failures to follow the rules could result in the closure of 
our ranges should a Firearms Inspector find any members 
in violation of the rules.  Our ranges are authorized to 
operate under the terms of our range rules.  Ignorance of 
the rules is not an excuse for not complying.  All rules and 
regulations are clearly posted on each range.  Next time 
you are at the range, please take the time to review the 
rules and please comply with them they are written. 
 
Range Rules and Regulations as posted:  
1. Raise the appropriate red flag on the range you intend 

to use before setting up targets or shooting. 
2. Lower red flag when you are the last person to finish 

shooting on any range. 
3. Use of glass for targets is strictly prohibited.  Range 

approved targets only. 
4. Do not handle ammunition or firearms when someone 

is down range. 
5. Do not pin targets in front of vertical support posts. 
6. Firearms will be left with the action open and empty 

when person are down range. 
7. Take with you any misfires or defective ammunition.  

Do not discard it on the range or in the garbage cans. 
8. The use of eye and ear protection is required when 

shooting. 
9. No one down range while the range is in use. 
10. All shooters must sign-in with their membership 

number and date, Names not required. 
11. All shooters are required to produce proof of 

membership or range permit upon request. 
12. Violations of any of these rules will results in loss of 

range privileges. 
13. DO NOT SHOOT ANY EXISTING SIGNS. 
 
Range Etiquette:  
1. Check the range calendar and observe scheduled 

events that might prohibit using a particular facility. 
2. Remove all targets and pick up debris when finished.  

Pick up and dispose all expended brass, including 
.22s 

3. A greased pattern plate is provided at the back of the 
Skeet Range for patterning all shotguns. 

4. Please show respect for other users of these facilities.

Targets, 
cardboard, target frames, metal plates and silhouettes are 
being left on the ground.  It is everyone’s responsibility to 
clean up after themselves.

FEDS PLEDGE TO SCRAP  

LONG-GUN REGISTRY THIS FALL

OTTAWA - The Conservative government will introduce 
legislation this fall to kill the controversial long-gun 
registry, according to government House leader Peter Van 
Loan. "We committed to eliminate once and for all the 
wasteful and ineffective long-gun registry. We will keep 
that commitment,"  Van Loan told reporters Monday. "It 
will be an item of legislation we will deal with in this fall 
session."  But NDP justice critic Joe Comartin doesn't 
believe the Tories will have time to do it because they 
have also pledged to push through a huge omnibus crime 
and justice bill. Conservative MP Candice Hoeppner 
introduced a private member's bill a year ago aimed at 
scrapping the registry, and despite initial support from 
some Liberals and NDP MPs, her bill was ultimately 
thrown out. Liberal interim leader Bob Rae said Monday 
his party will likely side with the country's police chiefs who 
have spoken out in favour of the program. "I find them 
(police chiefs) very consistent in saying that having some 
kind of a registry that gives people an idea as to who has 
what is a good idea," Rae said. "The government is  
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obviously determined to go ahead, and we'll have an 
argument about it in Parliament."  But both the NDP and 
Liberal caucuses have shown divisions over the issue in 
the past. Eight Liberals and 12 NDPers voted in favour of 
Hoeppner's bill at second reading. Later, then-Liberal 
leader Michael Ignatieff insisted all Grit MPs vote to save 
the registry. Rae said whipping his party members this 
time might be more difficult. "We're going to be discussing 
among ourselves what steps we're going to be taking," he 
said.   
 
Comartin said even if the government succeeds in 
scrapping the registry, some provinces -- Ontario, Quebec 
and B.C. -- have mused about introducing provincial ones. 
The NDP, he said, "overwhelmingly" supports keeping the 
registry, especially since more than half the caucus is now 
from Quebec, where support for the registry is high. "It is a 
divisive issue for us, we're not hiding from that, but 
overwhelmingly the numbers (in caucus) are in favour of 
keeping it," he said. "We've got some problems with parts 
of it, but overall we're supportive of it."  With the influx of 
Quebec MPs, the NDPers who oppose the registry now 
have a "proportionally much quieter voice" in caucus, 
Comartin said. The long-gun registry was included as part 
of a larger gun-control bill introduced in 1993 by then-
prime minister Jean Chretien and his justice minister Allan 
Rock. The move immediately drew fire from rural 
Canadians and the estimated two million long-gun owners 
in Canada who argued it unfairly demonizes them.  
 
While the Liberal government estimated the cost of the 
long-gun registry at $2 million in 1995, former auditor 
general Sheila Fraser discovered the program had actually 
cost taxpayers well over $1 billion. Estimates peg the 
annual operating costs of the registry at around $4 million.

Long-gun registry to be shot down  Thursday

OTTAWA - The feds are taking aim at the controversial 
long-gun registry Thursday when they are expected to 
table a bill to scrap it. The bill is expected to pass easily in 
the Conservative majority Parliament. According to Sara 
MacIntyre, a spokeswoman for the Prime Minister, this bill 
is a "priority" for the government. "It is one of our 
commitments. It is something we're moving forward on," 
MacIntyre said Wednesday. "It's a priority piece of 
legislation." 
 
While the order paper notice only hints at amendments to 
the Firearms Act, a source close to the file told QMI 
Agency the bill is expected to fully repeal the requirement 
to register long-guns. It will also re-write the Firearms Act 
to specify only restricted and prohibited firearms need to 
be registered. Also, according to the source, all long-gun 
registry records will be destroyed. 
 
The long-gun registry was introduced in 1995 by Jean 
Chretien's Liberal government and while it said the 
program would only cost $2 million, costs ballooned to 
over $1 billion. Gun control advocates and the country's 
chiefs of police have argued it provides valuable 
information to officers, and have also suggested it has 
lowered rates of domestic violence. Critics, though, have 
blasted the registry as ineffective and wasteful, and say it 
does not improve public safety, but rather targets law-
abiding shotgun and rifle owners.
