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RANGE RULES & ETIQUETTE

As part of our range inspection approval, the Williams
Lake Sportsmen’s Association had to construct ground
baffles on the long range five years ago. A recent re-
inspection of the range facilities regarding this issue was
re-instated by the range inspector. If you have been at
the club shooting on the long range you have no doubt
noticed these ground baffles made from railway ties. The
purpose of these burms is to stop deflecting bullets that
may ricochet off the ground from clearing the end of the
hill at the end range and flying over towards the Rugby field at the end of Ottoman Drive. These
baffles are meant to stop bullets but not to be shot at purposely. For some reason some club
members have come to see these wooden ties as target holders and have been affixing paper
targets and even putting clay birds on top of them and shooting at them with 22 rifles. This is
damaging the wooden ties and now they need to be replaced. PLEASE DO NOT SHOOT INTO
THE GROUND BAFFLES. Wooden railway ties are hard to get and the ones that we have, we
have been fortunate to obtain this time around and we may not be able to obtain them in coming
years. Please respect club property and treat it as if it were your own.

WE ARE GOOD FOR 5 MORE YEARS. On that note our range inspection went very well and
we have done a considerable amount of work around the facilities. The perimeter fence has
been completely repaired and new signs have been affixed warning people they are entering a
shooting range. Wooden railway ties have to be replaced on the long range and on the right
burm of the handgun range. We have received approval to discharge large bore rifles on the
handgun range in order to help sight in rifles at short distance. This comes with a restriction on
shooting steel plates with rifles on the short range. This
means, no shooting of steel plates with big bore rifles

on the handgun “short” range. Please make yourself
informed with the rules posted on the range shelters and
don’t forget to sign in each time you shoot. It is perfectly
acceptable to set up targets above the 25 yard ground
baffle on the long range in order to sight in a rifle. Please
ensure that your shots clear the 75 yard baffle.

Please remember not to handle any firearms on the ranges when someone is downrange. All
firearms should be resting in the rifle racks provided and handguns can be sitting on top of a table
with the actions open. If you are visiting with other shooters and admiring someone’s firearms, do
not touch or handle them with people down range.
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DONATION OF SHEEP HEAD MOUNT

The Williams Lake Sportsmen’s Association recently
received a gift of a California Big Horn Sheep mount
from Richard Daloise of Nelson, B.C. This sheep
was harvested at the Junction by Richard Daloise
when he was stationed in Wililams Lake as a
Conservation Officer. This was the first sheep to be
harvested when the sheep went on Limited Entry
Hunting. The Sheep Mount was donated in order to
have it displayed in the Clubhouse. There is some
documentation that accompanied the sheep, which
will be put on display with the mount in the near

future.

CLUBHOUSE RECEIVES A NEW FACELIST:

You wouldn’t know to look at it but the clubhouse
has received a new covering on the rear. The
siding which had been exposed to years of direct
sunlight was in desperate need of replacement.

If
you had ever seen the old siding with its twisted
cedar boards and lack of protection from the
elements over the doors, you will find this recent
work a great improvement.

In May of this year two club members, father and son, were shooting on the
long range when the father went to inspect his target at the 100 yard point.
When he arrived at the target a black bear descended the high burm and
approached him. Our intrepid member was wise in the ways of bears and
recognized a problem when he saw one and kept the bear at bay by yelling at
it and throwing rocks at it. The bear was undeterred and kept pressing his advance when he

could. The son was quick to respond to his

father’s predicament and ran to his father’'s side.

Having no other choice, the son shot the bear, who then realized he had hit upon the wrong
people at the wrong place. This bear displayed typically predatory behaviour and the response
given was very appropriate. The Conservation Officer Service was called and attended to
investigate the shooting. No fault was placed on the father and son and the action was deemed

to be appropriate under the circumstances.

Effective September 15", 2009, all boat operators in Canada need the Pleasure Craft Operator
Card or they risk expensive fines. Take the 36 question multiple-choice exam online and get
certified for life.

You can take your boater exam online at www.bcwf.bc.ca. For
every boater exam accessed through the BCWF website a
donation is made to the BC Wildlife Federation towards
conservation of fish and wildlife, and access to the resources for
BC residents.

Scroll down the left of the BCWF page until you reach the boater
exam link. A new page will come up and down the middle you
will need to click on the Boater Exam.com link.

If you fail to pass the exam on the first try, all retries are free. You can take the test as many
times as you need to at no additional cost.. You only pay once. You can study for free with the
online boating course. You will also be able to print a temporary boating license when you pass.
The BCWF feels that this is the most convenient way to get your boating license. If you have
difficulty navigating the BCWF website you can log on to the course directly at
www.boaterexam.com/canada however it would be appreciated if accessed the course through
the BCWF website so that monies can be generated that will be used in conservation efforts for
fish and wildlife.
